Monday, July 27 – Saturday, August 1, 2026. Drop off will be at CrossWay Community Church on Monday at 
9:00 am. Pick up will be at CrossWay Community Church on Saturday at approximately 3:00 pm. Students will 
be bused to and from camp.  

Who can go to camp?  
Camp is open to all current 5th – 12th Grade CrossWay students and their friends in these grades. 

How much will it cost?  
The cost of camp will be $415. If cost is an issue, please contact Pastor Ryan at 262-857-4488. We don’t plan on 
leaving anyone behind if cost is the only issue. We ask for a deposit of $75 per student by May 3 to lock in their 
spot. The balance is due by student drop-off. 

Where is Silver Birch Ranch located? 
N6120 Sawyer Lake Road, White Lake, WI 54491   Approximately three and a half hours from CrossWay. 

What will the registration process look like? 

1. Register with CrossWay by visiting cwc.church/camp 
2. In the confirmation email, you will receive a link to register on Campwise. This is a necessary next step to 

register your student with Silver Birch Ranch. In this registration, you will provide contact information, 
insurance, medical information, etc. Read the confirmation email carefully! It includes the details of 
what you need to have ready before you begin the Campwise registration process. 
 
Please note: This is new to us! The Silver Birch Registration on Campwise does take a bit of time. 
However, it does get easier once the family profile is created and the first child has been registered. 

Lodging   
Students will stay in cabins grouped by their D-group as best as possible. Guys and girls will be lodging in 
separate areas of the camp. We know cabin assignments are a big concern for students. We get it. Ultimately, 
we aim to spend as little time in our cabins as possible (outside of sleeping). We want to spend our time on the 
rest of the campground, where all the real fun happens! 

Bathrooms  
Bathrooms are located in the cabins. Yes, we expect students to shower!

If your student has any 
allergies, please be sure to include those in the registration. During the Campwise registration, you  
can request gluten-free and/or dairy-free meals for an additional cost of $28 for the week.

Transportation 
We have chartered with Lamers Bus Lines to bus students to and from camp. Pick up and drop off will be at 
CrossWay Community Church.  

Can a student drive themselves to camp? 
No. Students must ride the bus. 

What will happen each day? 
Most days will have a morning and evening session with organized activities and free time during the  
middle of the day.

What will drop off look like? 
Drop off will be at 9:00 am at CrossWay Community Church on Monday, July 27. You will be able to finalize 
payment and drop off medications. Please make sure ALL luggage is clearly labeled before it gets loaded 
onto the bus. Please bring a sack lunch for your student to eat on the bus. 

Will my child need additional money while at camp? 
Students do not NEED any additional money. There will be a snack shop where snacks and camp 
merchandise can be purchased. Students who want to purchase items at the canteen will be able to set up an 
online account through Campwise. For more information and current pricing, please visit the camp 
website. 

What are the rules on cell phones? 
Students are not allowed to bring cell phones or other electronic devices to camp. It is amazing what can 
happen when we look up from our cell phones and look around at God’s creation and engage with the 
people around us! 

Will there be a camp nurse? 
There will be a camp nurse and EMTs on site who will help with medications and any other health needs.  

Medications 
ALL medications that your student takes regularly, including over-the-counter, must be registered with the 
camp prior to arrival. Medications must be in original bottles with labels and clear instructions, then placed 
into a Ziploc bag with the student’s name, and turned in to CrossWay staff during drop off. We will give the 
meds to the camp nurse when we arrive at Silver Birch. Camp medical staff will have basic supplies such as 
ibuprofen, Tylenol, etc., so please don’t send those along with your student. 

How do I get in touch with my child in an emergency? 
You can call Pastor Ryan at 859-640-2173. Please only use this in the case of an emergency. 

Who will my child’s leaders be? 
All leaders will be members or regular attenders of CrossWay and will go through CrossWay’s
